The Haskins Police Department has continued to meet the Continuing Professional Training (CPT) requirements implemented by the State of Ohio. The entire department has met and exceeded the requirements as well as completing the required annual firearms qualifications.

The department again received equipment from its participation in the Click-it of Ticket program and others presented by the State of Ohio. This year, a hand held radar unit was obtained and added to the agencies equipment inventory. 

The Department has continued using the State of Ohio’s OHLEG RMS system. This system allows for mandated reporting. Data Transfer has been completed allowing for full access for the departments historic data. 

The agency has upgraded the computer system as the process continues moving towards a “server based” system for the entire Village Hall. This will continue to add to the efficiency and data secured required today.

Communications – One of the most vital tools that the agency has, has continued to be a focus in 2011. With cooperation of the department, safety committee, and Mohre Electronics the department has continued to enhance the portable equipment for the officers.
